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It’s so enjoyable for me to observe that even the most hesitant acupuncture patient becomes instantly convinced that the acupuncture treatment is calming, comfortable…and downright relaxing. 
In clinical studies, acupuncture reduced the amount of pain in cancer patients. In one study, most of the cancer patients treated with acupuncture were able to stop taking drugs for pain relief or to take smaller doses. 

Acupuncture is also very useful for support if you are undergoing chemotherapy, radiation, or hormonal therapy. Because chemotherapy and radiation therapy weaken the body's immune system, a strict clean needle method must be used when acupuncture treatment is given to cancer patients.
